Student PSA Competition

NATAS – Michigan Chapter Call for Entries High School Students Program

NO Entry Fees!

Guidelines

The competition is open to all students. To enter the competition, the PSA [public service announcement] must be produced by a student in grades 9 through 12 from a Michigan high school or after school program. The spot will be disqualified if professional services were employed in the production of the entry.

The student PSA must be entered & validated by a school/organization faculty member. The student most responsible for the production of a winning entry, as confirmed by their instructor, will receive a certificate. 

The first place winner will receive a scholarship of $1,000; the second place winner will receive a scholarship of $500.  The first & second place winners will also receive two [2] complimentary tickets to the Emmy Gala. The Michigan Chapter has the right to limit entrants at its sole discretion. 

The PSA must be shot/edited on videotape and be submitted on VHS cassette. Only VHS dubs recorded in standard play are accepted. PSA’s will be accepted in 30-second lengths only [:30 from the first image to the black at the end of the spot]. The entry need not have been broadcast.

Remember the idea of the spot is to motivate, so get to the point ~build quickly to a logical conclusion.
Tape lead should include :05 of black and no audio, followed by a slate, which spells out the title of the PSA and total running time of the spot.  The entire package should be presented with no crash edits & both audio tracks should contain in-phase audio [stereo is your option].

When using music in your spot, be sure to end it at an ending phase.
No open/closing credits or any other material at the top of the spot following the slate, or at the end of the spot. Tapes will not be returned.

Make sure that your VHS videotape cassette has proper labels completed and affixed to both the cassette and cassette box. This year you may also submit your works on DVD, which must also be properly marked.
Use a clean tape as this is supposed to be your best work. If you must use a 

tape that has a couple of runs on it, please bulk erase the previous content

before you record your spot.
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TWO Complete copies of the official entry form (or photocopies) must be included with your entry. Please type or print, no attachments on entry. Entry forms must be filled out completely. If any part of the information is deleted, the entry will be disqualified.

Entries MUST be rewound, as judges do not need to lose time shuttling through the tape to find your work.

The NATAS Student PSA Competition prize awarded does not go to a school, class, or a team – this award goes to the student MOST responsible.  If the award winner chooses to share his or her monetary award, that is strictly up to him/her.

The Michigan Chapter reserves the right to corroborate any information on an entry form or to disqualify an entry. All entries are subject to approval by the Rules Committee of the Michigan Chapter.

The Michigan Chapter assumes no responsibility for omissions of those individuals that submit entries pursuant to this notice. All submitting individuals are advised to correctly review submissions.

Signature on this entry form constitutes agreement with all rules and regulations of the Michigan Chapter Student PSA Award Guidelines. Signature also constitutes permission for the Michigan Chapter to screen or telecast all or portions of this entry as part of the Education Committee’s general programming.
